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Specialist” Workshop
on Integrity of Primary Loop Components — Non Destructive Testing ( NDT )
and on PTS - update of the NPP Temelin

Rez, 7-8 October 2004

Following the Roadmap for the implementation of Annex I and Annex II of the Conclusions
of the Melk Process and Follow-up agreed by Prime Minister Zeman and Federal Chancellor

Schiissel with presence of Commissioner Verheugen, a specialist workshop was held in Rez
on 7-8 October 2004.

In accordance with the Roadmap, the workshop addressed the issues related to integrity of
primary loop components — non destructive testing (NDT ) of the NPP Temelin. In addition,
development regarding the NPP Temelin PTS issue since the PTS workshop held on 24 — 25
May 2004 in Prague were discussed.

The Czech side presented comprehensive set of lectures explaining how the NDT methods
were qualified and practically used during In-Service Inspections ( ISI ). Current status of
NDT tests at Temelin NPP was presented. Part of the workshop, based on the Austrian wish,
was dealing with PTS issues related to recent developments with respect to NPP Temelin.
Each presentation - all together 16 - was followed by questions and answers deepening the
issues. Also a visit to Nuclear Research Institute plc. ( NRI ) was organized. The visit covered
following laboratories: semi — hot cell laboratories, equipment qualification laboratory
including LOCA chamber facility and NDT qualification laboratory including storage of all
qualification test pieces.

The Austrian side appreciated the efforts made by the Czech side in preparation and conduct
of the workshop.

Both sides appreciated the way of open discussion and the exchange of technical opinions
among the experts on topics related to safety of the NPP Temelin.

The purpose of this specialist's workshop as defined by the Road Map has been met.

Austria might come back to the NDT issue in the framework of the Austrian-Czech bilateral
Nuclear Information Agreement.

Both sides thanked the NRI Rez pic.for its hospitality.
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
