The Austrian side appreciated the efforts made by the Czech side in preparing and presenting
the "NPP Temelin Comprehensive Safety Case Revisit" regarding "High-Energy Steam and
Feed Water Piping at the 28.8 m Leve] and Safety and Relief Valves Qualification".

Both sides appreciate the way of open discussion and the exchange of technical opinions
among the experts on topics important to safety of the NPP Temelin.

The purpose of this specialist's workshop as defined by the Road Map has been met.
Due to the complexity of issues under discussion, both sides agree that the pertinent Czech-
