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Topical Meeting
on the Equipment Qualification

Prague, 9-10 December 2002

Following the Roadmap for the implementation of Annex I and Annex II of the Conclusions
of the Melk Process and Follow-up agreed by Prime Minister Zeman and Federal Chancellor

Schiissel with presence of Commissioner Verheugen, a topical meeting was held in Prague on
9-10 December 2002.

In accordance with the Roadmap, the meeting addressed the issues related to the regulatory
review and approval of environmental qualification documentation taking into account
requirements for accessibility of documentation according to state-of-the-art standards at the
NPP Temelin.

The Czech side presented comprehensive set of presentations on the existing NPP Temelin
equipment qualification programme. The programme status was discussed both from the
licensee and regulatory perspective. Each presentation - all together 12 - was followed by
questions and answers deepening the issues. The Austrian side appreciated the efforts made
by the Czech side in preparation and conduct of the meeting.

Both sides appreciate the way of open discussion and the exchange of technical opinions
among the experts on topics important to safety of the NPP Temelin.

The purpose of this topical meeting as defined by the Road Map has been met.

In the light of the fact that the equipment qualification is an on going process, both sides agree

that the pertinent Czech - Austrian Bilateral Agreement is the appropriate framework giving
the opportunity for further discussions and sharing additional information on these issues.
